EVALUATE YOUR MINDSET
M indset plays a pivotal 

role in our lives. It 
dictates the way 

we think of the world, our 
relationships, professions, and 
ultimately our life outcomes. 
Evaluating your mindset involves 
introspection and self-reflection 
to gain insight into your 
thoughts, beliefs, and attitudes.  

What is your first reaction 
when it comes to topics like: 

Financial
Insecurity

Making
Mistakes



You may have heard of Stanford 
researcher and professor Carol 
Dweck’s concept of “growth” 
and “fixed” mindsets. A growth 
mindset describes the way we 
view challenges. If someone has 
a growth mindset, they recognize 
that their skill sets and abilities are 
capable of improvement and are 
always evolving. Individuals with 
a “growth mindset” see failures 
as opportunities for development 
and improvement; making them 
more likely to take leaps of faith 
and make bold moves in their 
relationships, careers, and other 
areas of their lives. 

Those with a “fixed mindset” 
have the expectation that their 
talents and skills are innate, and 

therefore, unchangeable. For 
example, if someone gives a work 
presentation and makes a mistake 
while speaking, they may make the 
determination that public speaking 
isn’t a skill set of theirs and turn 
down future opportunities to 
speak because they “just don’t 
have that skill”.

IDENTIFY YOUR GIFTS 
AND TALENTS

W e are all born with 
natural abilities – though 
they look different for 

everyone and may be challenging 
to put into words.   
  
One simple way to determine 
your God-given gifts and talents 
is to think back to your childhood. 
Was there anything specific that 
came with ease? This could be 
something physical, like being 
good at sports, or it could be 
something emotional, like being 
empathetic and caring for others. 

When thinking about your natural 
abilities, it can be beneficial to put 
yourself in someone else’s shoes. 
What would close family members 
or friends say your greatest 
strengths are?   



Lastly, think about 
your relationship with 
coworkers, friends, and 
family. What do people 
come to you for? This 
could be something 
work-related, like editing 
an email, or something 
personal, like relationship 
advice.

DETERMINE YOUR PASSION
N ow that you have identified the talents and 

gifts God has blessed you with, it’s time to 
determine what your passion is. 

Passion is linked to emotion. How we feel about 
certain activities, concepts, and objects. For 
example, oftentimes people will say that they are 
passionate about their faith or passionate about 
their family. 

This concept can be extended to activities and 
hobbies as well. 

What are you passionate about? 

Definition of Passion:

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As Christians we must remember 
that we are called to serve Him 
in all that we do; in our home 
life, our activities, and our 
careers. Purpose goes BEYOND 
personal fulfillment.

God gave each of us gifts 
to serve others and make a 
difference in the world. Using 
our God-given gifts in this way 
creates PURPOSE and leads to a 
deeply fulfilling life.

Proverbs 19:21

but it is the LORD’s purpose that prevails.
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Sarah’s passion has always been for art. She is a 
gifted painter and is passionate about working 
with children. There are multiple avenues Sarah 
could take, like being a private art teacher, or 
starting her own art therapy practice.  

What is your purpose on this earth? Is it to fund 
missions that glorify God? What about using your 
gift for speaking to minister to the youth of today?

TAKE ACTION
H opefully, all that introspection was a success! Now, it 

is time to take action. First, you will need to determine 
what avenue you plan to take for entrepreneurship. 

Are you going to launch a full scale small business? Acquire 
funding from investors to launch your first start up? Develop a 
side hustle while you maintain your current job?

Taking action can feel like a daunting task. What if you aren’t 
ready or don’t have the perfect product? 92% of aspiring 
entrepreneurs never follow through.
